17. Be able to write about the differences between plant and animal cells. Plant cells have a rectangular shape. Animal cells are oval in shape. Plant cells have a cell wall. Animal cells and plant cells have a cell membrane. Plant cells have chloroplast which contain chlorophyll – food for plants. Plant cells have vacuoles which acts as a storage unit and also helps the plant maintain its shape.
