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Unit 6 – Genetics
1. Dominate: Traits that show up

2. Recessive: Traits that do not show up unless the recessive alleles are of pure trait. Example rr 
3. Mutations: “to change” a change in a gene. This could occur during cell division.

4. Selective Breeding: Breeding closely related animals to increase the changes of producing desired traits.

5. Heterozygous: a set of alleles that contains a dominate and recessive allele.

6. Homozygous: A set of alleles that look the same. (Homo=same).

7. Homozygous recessive: Both alleles are lowercase letters.

8. Homozygous dominate: Both alleles are capital letters.

9. Genetics: the study of inheritance

10. Heredity: the passing of traits from parent to offspring (child).

11. Alleles: Segment (part) of DNA (genetic code) assigned a capital or lowercase letter to assign dominance or recessiveness.

12. Gene: a segment (part) of DNA (genetic code) for a specific trait. Example: Rolling your tongue

13. Gregory Mendel: First scientist to recognize (notice) the inheritance of traits.

14. Punnet Square: a chart that shows the probability of inheritance.

15. Genotype: the genetic make-up of an organism written in the form of alleles. Example: BB

16. Phenotype: the physical characteristics of an organism as the result of their genotype.
