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Extra Credit Marble Racer 
Due: October 1, 2009
Objective:

To gain a better understanding of force (gravity and friction) and motion work together.

The Design Brief: 
Students will design and construct a device that allows a marble to remain in motion for exactly 30 seconds without touching it. The marble must come to a complete stop on its own in exactly 30 seconds – not 25 seconds.
No hands, batteries, or electricity should be used to move the marble. 

Materials: 
Students may use any materials that can be found at home.  Use household or found materials to construct your racetrack. You should not have to buy any materials. 

On the day of the challenge, you will be allowed a maximum time of five minutes to set up your project.
You will have 2 weeks to complete this project at home. Extra credit will be worth 1 test grade.
