2.)  Motion:  when an object changes position over time when compared with a reference point. 
3.)  Speed:  the rate at which an object moves.

6.)  Force:  a push or a pull.
7.)  Newton:  the SI unit to measure force (N).
8.)  Net Force:  the force that results from combining all of the forces exerted on an object.

10.)  Gravity:  force of attraction between objects due to their masses.
